3. BUSINESS ARISING

a) COVID-19 Response: Transitioning Instruction to Alternate Delivery Methods and
Implications for Governance

Education Council discussed governance implications of transitioning to alternate delivery methods in
response to the COVID-19 pandemic, in the context of directives from public health authorities and
indefinite K-12 school suspensions in B.C.

Em Some program areasmay still regire limited face -to-face
Third-party regulators, such as the ITA and Health education regulators, are adjsting the

regire ments to support students in completing programs.

Departments are working on filling out a spreadsheet for about 1400 active courses with plans for
alternate delivery formats. Deans and operations managers should receive this information by the end
of today. The working group will review the information to decide which programs can continue, and
in which format, and will compile a report.

Discussions about enrolment for classes starting after March 23 are underway; in addition to alternate
delivery formats, the impact of reduction or elimination of face-to-face services (registration, library,
etc.) needs to be taken into consideration.
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
